Non-compliance with: O.Reg. 246/22, s. 40

The licensee has failed to ensure that safe transferring techniques were used with a resident.
A PSW explained they found the resident in their room with the resident's transfer sling left partially
attached to a mechanical lift. The DOC stated leaving a resident’s transfer sling attached to a mechanical

lift was not proper practice and that the resident would have been restrained in place due to this.

The resident did not experience harm from the incident, but there was an increased risk of injury as a
result of the partially attached sling keeping the resident in place and the remote within arm’s length.
