Findings/Faits saillants :

1. The licensee has failed to ensure that an allegation of sexual abuse of a resident by a
staff member was reported to the Director immediately.

A Critical Incident (CI) System report was submitted to the Director related to a resident
allegation of staff sexual abuse.

Clinical records and an incident report identified that on a specific date, a resident told a
staff member they did not want care provided by a particular staff person as the staff
member had been sexually inappropriate with them. The allegation was not reported to
management until the next day.

The licensee failed to ensure that an allegation of sexual abuse reported by a resident
was reported to the Director immediately. [s. 24. (1)]
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Additional Required Actions:

VPC - pursuant to the Long-Term Care Homes Act, 2007, S.0O. 2007, c.8, s.152(2)
the licensee is hereby requested to prepare a written plan of correction for
achieving compliance to ensure that any allegation of abuse is reported to the
Director immediately, to be implemented voluntarily.
