Findings/Faits saillants :
1. The licensee has failed to report an allegation of abuse to the Director.

The Ministry of Long-term care (MLTC) received a complaint related to staff providing
care to an identified resident.

Progress notes indicated that the Substitute Decision Maker (SDM) reported that the
identified resident was abused by the staff member in the home.

An email sent by the SDM to the Director of Care (DOC) indicated that a staff member
was saying an inappropriate comment to the resident in a raised voice, and that this form
of control was considered a form of abuse.

The SDM reported two incidents of alleged abuse to the inspector.

The DOC acknowledged that abuse was not substantiated as a result of the investigation
and therefore it was not reported to the Director.
