Plan of care

Specifically failed to comply with the following:

S. 6. (7) The licensee shall ensure that the care set out in the plan of care is
provided to the resident as specified in the plan. 2007, c. 8, s. 6 (7).

Findings/Faits saillants :
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1. The licensee failed to ensure that the care set out in the plan of care is provided to the
resident as specified in the plan.

A resident requires a medical device for prevention of falls and received an injury when
this medical device was not used in the way set out in the plan of care.

Interviews with five staff members confirmed this medical device for falls prevention was
not in use at the time of this injury.

The Post Fall report also indicates that this medical device was not in place.

The Administrator, Director of Care and Assistant Director of Care confirm that the care
set out in the plan of care was not provided. [s. 6. (7)]

Additional Required Actions:

VPC - pursuant to the Long-Term Care Homes Act, 2007, S.0O. 2007, c.8, s.152(2)
the licensee is hereby requested to prepare a written plan of correction for
achieving compliance to ensure that the care set out in the plan of care is provided
to the resident as specified in the plan, to be implemented voluntarily.

WN #2: The Licensee has failed to comply with O.Reg 79/10, s. 8. Policies, etc., to
be followed, and records

Specifically failed to comply with the following:

S. 8. (1) Where the Act or this Regulation requires the licensee of a long-term care
home to have, institute or otherwise put in place any plan, policy, protocol,
procedure, strategy or system, the licensee is required to ensure that the plan,
policy, protocol, procedure, strategy or system,

(a) is in compliance with and is implemented in accordance with applicable
requirements under the Act; and O. Reg. 79/10, s. 8 (1).

(b) is complied with. O. Reg. 79/10, s. 8 (1).

Findings/Faits saillants :
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1. The licensee failed to ensure that any plan, policy, protocol, procedure, strategy or
system instituted or otherwise put in place is complied with.

A resident was readmitted to the home from the hospital.

Revera Policy LTC-B-80 Readmission from Hospital states that appropriate assessments
will be completed by the interdisciplinary staff.

The assessments schedule(LTC-C-30-05)for resident readmission from hospital
includes:

-MDS-per guidelines

-head to toe assessment

-Safe Ambulatory Lift and Transfer(SALT) Assessment

A head to toe assessment and a nursing assessment were completed however no SALT
Assessment was completed.

A Registered Staff member confirmed that no SALT assessment was completed or
documented for this resident upon return from the hospital.

The Administrator and Director of Care confirmed the expectation is that a SALT
Assessment is to be completed when a resident returns from a hospital admission. [s. 8.
