The report
indicated that the home allowed unauthorized access to identified number of staff
members who did not complete the required outbreak testing. The report also
indicated that these staff members provided care for residents and had direct
contact with other staff members at the home.

Review of the home’s staff outbreak testing roster indicated that these staff
members did not complete the required testing.

ADOC #108 and the DOC confirmed that the above-mentioned staff members
were not tested; they entered the home; and had provided care for residents
when the home was on outbreak. The DOC indicated that some staff members
refused to take the test, and some were unavailable when the home was
conducting the surveillance testing. The DOC indicated staff members should be
tested prior to providing care for residents. Allowing staff members to provide care
for residents without completing the necessary surveillance testing, is risky and
not safe for residents. They reiterated that they will educate staff members on the
necessity of the surveillance testing and provide more testing coverages to make
sure every staff member is tested.
