Findings/Faits saillants :

1. Pinemeadow Nursing Home is a 60 bed long term care home. During a Service Area Office initiated inspection, it was
noted the home has not been ensuring that at least one registered nurse is on duty and present in the home at all times.

The Director of Care, Elizabeth Palmateer advised the home has 20 vacant Registered Nurse shifts each month and all
of the shifts are nights. The DOC advised the shortage of a Registered Nurse has been long standing.

The shifts not being covered are not a result of an emergency or a planned or extended leave of absence by a registered
nurse. Therefore, the exceptions to the requirement that at least one registered nurse who is both an employee of the
licensee and a member of the regular nursing staff are not applicable as per Ontario Regulations 79/10 s. 45 (1)(2).
