resident as specified in the plan. 
 
The licensee has failed to ensure that the care set out in the plan of care related to fall 
interventions, was provided to a resident as specified in their plan.  
 
Rationale and Summary  
A Critical Incident System (CIS) report was received by the Director, related to the fall of a 
resident.  
 
During a record review, the resident’s care plan stated under the falls risk focus that they used 
a specific device. In an observation of the resident, this specific device was not seen. A staff 
member acknowledged that the device was not in place, as indicated in the resident’s care plan 
and informed that they would put the device in place.  
 
In a secondary observation that day, the resident was seen with the specific device in place.  
 
There was a risk that the resident could have fallen when this specific device was not in place, 
as specified in their care plan.
