The resident has not been repatriated back to the home and remains in another facility.
The Administrator and DOC indicated that they did not intend to allow the resident to
return to the home because the resident’s care needs could not be managed by the
home. It was identified that the resident still wished to return to the Long-Term Care
Home. Regarding bed availability, the Administrator stated that they currently had two
available beds.
